This document presents the questions and answers asked during the two Info days about Call 11 which took place in Brussels on Thu 19 and Fri 20 January 2012.
It is not supposed to be changed after this publication.

It is a complement to the presentations made available to all interested applicants in the Clean Sky web site.
The usual Q/A documents will be published according to the dates set out in the Call Text, and will be based on the normal process based on Questions asked using the mail box.
General questions from Info Days -19-20 January 2012

1. Which is the TRL for the CfP (Calls for Proposals) we are facing? Is it possible to indicate the TRL of each topic in the CfP text?

The TRL is 4-5 normally depending on the material. In the following years the TRL will increase due to the increasing complexity of Clean Sky demonstrators, up to Level 6.

2. What is the condition to be eligible to receive the funding? 

Different criteria: check on the Rules for participation, published together with the Call Text

3. Do we need to have our company registered in EU to participate?  

Yes to be eligible for funding. If outside Europe, participation can be agreed but without funding.

4. Which country can participate in Clean Sky out of EU?

All 27 EU members, plus associated countries. List is available in the web site.

5. If we are a company non registered in EU, but we have different associates company registered in different locations (x es: Africa, India, Japan, US) can we participate to Clean sky CfPs?

Refer to questions 3 and 4

6.  When we are working on the Project, is there flexibility for the deliverables/milestones delivery? 

A: yes but it depends on the results obtained and if we are in the timeline of the project.

7. We realize we don’t have a PIC number. How do we get one? Who do we ask for and which documents are requested? How long does it take? Can you help us in having one in a quicker way?

The call text explains the process. There is a link and a portal for the request. We can provide assistance if problems arise with REA (the agency releasing the PIC), only after your formal application to receive the PIC.

8. Which are the overheads for university? And for a SME?

CS rules is at 20% flat rate. The real costs can be provided based on the actual accounting procedures.

9. What is the percentage of the EC costs in a project?

EC is providing the funding to Clean Sky JU: the Calls for Proposals select Partners with whom a Grant Agreement is signed by Clean Sky JU. The maximum eligible funding is 75% of the value of the project

10. Which are the 5/6 criteria where a Proposal have to score points during a CfP evaluation phase? Can they be reported on the website or in the CfP text?

The criteria are described in the Riles for participation together with the chapters of the proposal whose content is judged by the experts to assign the scores.

11. When we submit a proposal is there a Q&A area in case we want to follow the on-going process? Or is there a contact person to have info from, regarding our proposal?

Each call has a dedicated Info box where to send requests. Pls refer to the CS web site first page to get more info about the use of the Q/A and of the mailbox. For this call is: info-call-2012-01.

12. Can a group participate to different CfPs? Can also a group participate in the same CfP to different topics with different proposals?

Yes. Several proposals for different topics. Not multiple proposals for the same topic.

13.  How many Calls for Proposals (CfPs) are foreseen per year?

Currently 3 per year: this was in 2011 and it is planned for both 2012 and 2013.

14. For the CfPs documents is it required to prepare a cost list? X ex: cost per personnel; missions cost.. etc?

Yes, refer again to the Rules for participation. Part A of the proposal must provide financial elements of the project, while Part B describes the technical content, including work packages and associated effort and cost elements.

15. What is possible to subcontract? Which percentage of the work? Can we subcontract to associates? What if we subcontract to an associates that it’s not working in EU?

Refer again to the Rules for participation. Subcontract must not cover core parts of the project. For the involvement of associates, check if they are in the ITD of the topic of interest. In case of doubt, use the mailbox and ask.

	1. What is the minimum size to be detected?
2. Can we separate the porosity (during manufacturing) and surface cracks (during operation and maintenance)? It seems that it would ease the system to be designed.


	
	1. Small surface defects of sizes close to one millimeter must be detected with good confidence. Defects with sizes in the order of a few tenth of a millimeter may thus be required to be detected.
2. Depending on the specific technique used (or combinations of techniques used), and the sensitivity for detection of different kind of defects (cracks, pores etc.) at different locations (surface, sub-surface), the inspection may be configured for detection of a certain defect type.

	Is the space allocation the same for soft mounts and in flight balancing system?

	
	The space allocation is not the same for soft mounts and for the in-flight balancing system :

-soft mounts are part of the pylon sustaining the engine , it is outside the engine 

-in flight balancing system is close to the rotors of the propulsor, it is inside the engine

	1. There are roughness requirements; as a guide, they are comparable with standard paint finishes;
2. Presently no information will be distributed; winning participant will be provided with all the information by the topic manager;

3. It is first of all a topic to be negotiated with the topic manager and the winning participant. As far as administrative topics are concerned: topic asks for a twelve month period, which means we can easily do with one reporting period;

4. Presently it is left open; has to be evaluated during the project together with the winning applicant.

	1. Most of the innovative equipment models will be provided by the topic manager. Applicants will need to fill only simple gaps.

3. Cabling inside the network, but not wiring on the aircraft. What it is asked is to reproduce connections between the different components of the network.

	1. Each Main Landing Gear will have its PEERS System, the final architecture is not yet defined (either it is a    4 Wheel Actuators Architecture or a 2 Wheel Actuators Architecture)
2. Advanced Trade-Off activities have been performed, but the final topology is still to be validated
